Goals of SBIR/STTR



Best Things about SBIR/STTR

ҦNon-Diluted Capital ïThe funding agency cannot 
take an equity position or ownership of your firm 

Ҧ IP/Data Rights protection ïGovernment canôt share 
your reports or data with anyone outside of the federal 
government for 5 years (DoD) or 4 years (other 
agencies)

ҦDirect follow on Phase III awards ïNo need for 
further competition, which benefits both the 
government and small businesses



SBIR Impact

ü$14.2 billion in total sales of new products and 
services resulting from the Navy SBIR/STTR Phase 
II contracts 

ü$7 billion in sales of new products to the U.S. 
military 

ü$44.3 billion in total economic output nationwide 

ü$22.2 billion in value added, representing new 
wealth creation in the economy 

ü$4.9 billion in new tax revenues (federal, state, and 
local) 

ü$14.4 billion in labor income 

ü14,973 full-time jobs created per year with an 
average salary of $68,535

Å Company must be for profit, U.S. owned and 
operated, and under 500 people 

Å Work must be done in the U.S. 

Å Focus is on performing R&D ïNot purchasing  
equipment, commercializing a technology that has 
already been developed, or one that has very low risk 
and only needs capital
